Shot Selection and Risk Management - $25 Maximum 8 Students

Both experienced and inexperienced players often fail to evaluate their next shot based upon where they
want to take their next shot. They just aim for the flag and hope for the best. This course covers essentials of
shot making including club selection, target choices, and hazard avoidance. Distance and trajectory control
will also be discussed in context of shot selection. Though not all students will immediately master their
swings, they can develop a more keen sense of direction in their game beyond “toward the flag”.
