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City of Loveland
Affordable Housing Incentives

The City of Loveland provides incentives to developers and builders of qualified affordable housing.

A qualified affordable housing development must meet at least one of the following criteria:

•
20% of all housing units must be sold to buyers earning no more than 70% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

•
25% of all housing units must be sold to buyers earning no more than 75% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

•
30% of all housing units must be sold to buyers earning no more than 80% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

•
20% of all housing units must be leased to tenants earning no more than 50% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and at a rent 
deemed affordable by the Colorado Housing and Finance Authority rent tables.

•
25% of all housing units must be leased to tenants earning no more than 55% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and at a rent 
deemed affordable by the Colorado Housing and Finance Authority rent tables.

•
40% of all housing units must be leased to tenants earning no more than 60% of the Area Median 
Income as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and at a rent 
deemed affordable by the Colorado Housing and Finance Authority rent tables.

Incentives Offered by City:

1.
Calculation of all building permit, water, and capital expansion fees on the date the development 
qualifies as affordable for all units built in development.

2.
Credit of use tax to builder for affordable units completed.

3.
Expedited review process through City.

4.
Allowance for modification of development standards (landscaping requirements, set backs, 
streets, etc.)

5.
Can be considered for a predictable fee waiver

Requirements:

1.
20 year deed restriction placed on affordable units that are “for-sale” units.  If property sells 
within 20 years, a portion of the net proceeds of the sale are due to the city.
