	City Council Liaison Report

Jackie Marsh


	Jackie reported that Desk Chair kicked off its opening on April 3. She stated that mentoring for folks with new businesses goes on all week.
The area at Rt. 402 and County road 9 is 9 acres of land with 3 lots. The owner wants to develop on the lot farthest from 402; he just has no industrial zoning.

River development – It is proposed that the bridges be made wider.  There would be tubing available from Taft thru the city with picnic spaces and other uses for the river area. The developers will bring a master plan to the city.

Home Share has started. Just like Neighbor to Neighbor in Fort Collins- it matches seniors who have a space in their home with others who would like to share a space. It started the end of March in Loveland and 10 people had signed up by the beginning of April to share their homes. Neighbor to Neighbor sets up agreements for each party to sign – it is a “soft” rental with a minimum time commitment.
There is a hydroponic farm in Loveland along Rt. 402. They are currently looking for more space to expand operations. They are looking near the airport. The operation uses less than 200 gallons of water per day.  They are working on developing a cattle feed – barley grass- that lowers the cost of feeding cattle to $2.00 per day. It can be grown inside. They use goldfish in ponds to produce fertilizer. Eco-friendly.

Dial a Ride has started up. Para transit drivers are going along to get people acquainted with Dial-a –Ride.

            In Denver there is a program called “We Don’t Waste” 

            which has 3 refrigerated semis and goes to all the large 

            venues – Pepsi Center, Coors Field, Mile High, etc. and 

            picks up unused food for free and uses it to feed the 

            homeless in Denver. This food would otherwise be 

            discarded and trashed.

           “Adopt a Senior” – many older folks living alone could use a             helping hand. Under this program and individual or a family             adopts a senior to help. The family is screened. Many retired             folks living alone are on limited incomes and this program                  could help a lot. This is a proposal for Loveland.

            A program called “A Little Help” started in Ft. Collins. They              do this through Larimer County.  There is a blanket liability                policy for volunteers.  The board would like to find out more              about this. Phoebe made a motion to find out more and Julie               seconded it.
            There is a program called LEAP that helps with heating 

            bills.  A group of folks. Poor, but not destitute, have trouble                qualifying for assistance, as most agencies require low
